DEFINITIONS OF TERMS

Age-Specific Death Rate - Number of deaths occurring to a specific age group per
100,000 population in that group, with the exception of the age group under one
year of age which is per 1,000 live births.

Age-Specific Fertility Rate - Number of live births occurring to women of a specific age
group per 1,000 females in that age group.

Average Daily Census - The average number of patients in a facility on any day of the
reporting calendar year. Example:

15,610 inpatient days = An average of 42.8 persons in
365 (or 366) days in a year facility each day of the year

Average Length of Stay - The average number of days of service rendered to each
inpatient before discharge from an institution during a given period (usually a
calendar year). Example:

15,610 inpatient days = 7.2 days average
2,168 admissions

Adjusted Patient Day - An adjustment of inpatient days to allow production of a
measure of gross revenue as a ratio to patient care. Gross patient revenue
includes inpatient revenue as well as outpatient and newborn revenue. In order
for patient day information to be realistically related to gross revenue, inpatient
days are adjusted by applying the ratio of total gross revenue to inpatient
revenue to the reported inpatient days. The actual formula used to calculate
adjusted patient days is:

Inpatient days X Gross patient revenue

Inpatient revenue

Gross patient revenue =
Outpatient revenue + Newborn Revenue + Inpatient Revenue

Cause-Specific Death Rate - Number of deaths from a specific cause per 100,000
population.

Crude Death Rate - Number of deaths per 1,000 population.

Discharges of Inpatients from Short-Stay Hospitals — Discharges of inpatients from
short-stay hospital excludes newborn infants. Diagnostic groupings and code
numbers are based on the International Classification of Diseases, 9 Revision,
Clinical Modification (ICD-9-CM).

Fetal Death (reportable) - A fetal death of 500 grams or more or, in the absence of
weight, of 22 completed weeks of gestation or more. (Note: Induced abortions
are excluded from the fetal death count.)

General Fertility Rate (GFR) - Number of resident live births per 1,000 females 15-44
years of age.

Induced Termination of Pregnancy - The intentional termination of pregnancy for a
purpose other than to produce a live-born infant or to remove a dead fetus.

Infant Death - A death of a live-born infant under one year of age.

Infant Mortality Rate - Number of infant deaths per 1,000 live births.

Kessner Index (Modified) - A scale of adequacy of prenatal care based on standards of
the American College of Obstetricians and Gynecologists. This index of
adequacy of prenatal care is based on the number of prenatal visits adjusted for
gestational age. See Appendix II.

Licensed Beds - Number of beds authorized by state licensing (certifying) agency.

Live Birth - A birth in which the child shows evidence of life (includes heart action,
breathing, or a coordinated movement of a voluntary muscle) after complete
birth.

Low Birthweight - A live birth weighing less than 2,500 grams.

Low Birthweight Percent - Number of live births weighing less than 2,500 grams per
100 live births.

Medicare - A government program of hospitalization insurance and voluntary medical
insurance for persons aged 65 years and over and for certain disabled persons
under age 65.

Medicaid - A government program, financed by federal, state, and local funds, of
hospitalization and medical insurance for persons of all ages within certain
income limits.

Neonatal Death - A death of a live-born infant under 28 days of age.

Neonatal Mortality Rate - Number of neonatal deaths per 1,000 live births.

Percent Occupancy - The ratio of the number of inpatient days to the number of bed
days open during the year expressed as a percentage.

Postneonatal Death - A death of an infant 28 days or more but under one year of age.
Postneonatal Mortality Rate - Number of postneonatal deaths per 1,000 live births.

Pregnancy Rate - The number of live births, reported fetal deaths, and induced
terminations of pregnancy per 1,000 females.
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APPENDIX I (continued)

Race - The terms "white", "black”, and "other races” are used to denote the racial
groups. Definitions used for classifying race are those specified by the Bureau of
the Census.

Resident Data - Data compiled according to the usual place of residence of the person
to whom the event occurred without regard to the geographic place where the
event occurred. For births, infant deaths, and fetal deaths, the residence is
defined as the usual place of residence of the mother. (Resident data for
Tennessee include events which occurred to residents of the State irrespective of
where the events took place.)

Staffed Beds - The number of beds set up, staffed, and in use at the end of the facility's
reporting period.

TennCare —~ The state’s managed health care program responsible for assuring the
provision of accessible and appropriate medical services for Tennesseans who
are eligible for Medicaid and for persons who are uninsurable or uninsured.

Turnover Rate - The average number of patients who were admitted to each bed in the

facility during the reporting period, calculated as the number of admissions
divided by the number of staffed beds.
